A Passage to Freedom - The Sugihara Story

When I was a child, my family lived in a small country
in Europe. My father worked for the Japanese government.
We had a happy life. Then, suddenly one morning in July
1940, everything changed. I saw hundreds of people
around our house. "Please help us!", they cried.

They were Jews from Poland. They were running away
from the Nazis. The Nazis were catching and killing a
great number of Jews. They wanted to get away to a safe place through Japan. So
they needed Japanese visas. My father said to himself, "If the Nazis learn that I'm
helping Jews, our family will not be safe. But, if I don't, they will all die. "

The next day, my father sent a telegram to the Japanese government and asked, "
Can I give them visas?" But the answer was "no". More and more people were
coming. He sent a second telegram and then a third. Each time the answer was “ no
”. He said, “ I don ’ t want to go against my government, ………
